As a Christian business owner, I AM FREE from being manipulated by other people, including  
customers, employees and suppliers. I am also free from manipulating others. I have the liberty  
to build win-win relationships! 
 
As a Christian business owner, I AM FREE of covetousness. I have the liberty to lay up my treasures    
in heaven instead of here on earth.  I have the freedom to avoid debt, to pay my taxes, to compensate 
people fairly and on-time, and to avoid the accumulation of material goods that have no eternal value!
